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Why does the U.S. flag have 13 stripes? 
The stripes on the United States flag represent the 13 original colonies.

How many amendments does the Constitution have?
There have been 27 amendments, or changes/additions, to the U.S. Constitution. 

The first of which are known as the Bill of Rights.

How long is a U.S. Senator’s term?
Senators are elected to serve a six-year term.

Who wrote the Declaration of Independence?
The Continental Congress voted for independence on July 2, 1776. 

Two days later on July 4, a declaration explaining the reasons for independence, largely written by Thomas 
Jefferson, was adopted. George Washington was not present and did not sign the declaration.

Why do some states have more Representatives than other states?
The number of seats each state receives in the House of Representatives is based on the state’s population.

What does the President’s Cabinet do?
The Cabinet advises the President. George Washington’s original cabinet only had four members.

If the President and the Vice President can no longer serve, who becomes President?
The Speaker of the House becomes President if both the President and Vice President can no longer serve.

In what years was the Constitution written?
The Constitutional Convention wrote the Constitution during the summer of 1787 

and it was ratified the following year.

What is freedom of religion?
Freedom of religion is the right to practice any religion or not practice a religion. 

Washington played a large role in establishing religious freedom in the United States.

Who is the “Father of Our Country”?
George Washington is known as the “Father of Our Country” for his work leading the army during the 

American Revolution and serving as the first president.
